Objective:  To create a visual and oral presentation on one aspect of modern slavery in a specific global location. 

Learning Targets:  

· I can describe how and why my topic is an example of slavery.

· I can describe the experiences of slaves including the process of enslavement and vulnerabilities of becoming enslaved.

· I can explain economic factors that contribute to enslavement including profitability of the enslavement.
· I can explain resistance efforts by slaves and/or modern abolitionists.
Process:

Step 1 – Choose one form of modern slavery and one location to research.

· Examples of modern slavery:  bonded labor, forced labor, human trafficking, child labor, forced marriage
· Examples of locations:  states or countries

Step 2 – Research the topic.  Use the learning targets listed above to guide your research.  
Step 3 – Create 
· Create a Prezi, SmartNotebook, or Powerpoint

· Make four slides or fewer using appropriate images that support your research.  At least one image should be a map of the country or state.  

· Do NOT use Google Image search.  The images you use should come only from the articles that you are reading.  

· No words are needed on the slides.  
Step 4 – Present

· You are the expert!  You must have enough information about the topic that you can speak freely and confidently for 2-4 minutes. 
· Be prepared to answer questions from the class.  The more prepared you are the more confident you will be in answering the questions.  
· Plan your oral presentation using notes or notecards and use the learning targets to plan your presentation.
Step 5 – Make a bibliography in APA format.
